	Cell Wall
	*outer layer; gives rigid shape and protection to plant cells



	Cell Membrane
	*gives support and protection; controls what enters and exits the cell



	Nucleus
	*the ‘brains’ of the cell; controls all cell activities;



	Cytoplasm
	*jelly-like substance; supports other organelles; mostly water



	Endoplasmic Reticulum
	*long passageways; carries materials through the cell



	Ribosome
	*manufactures proteins for the cell



	Mitochondrion
	*the ‘powerhouse’ of the cell; where respiration takes place (making energy!)



	Vacuole
	*stores water, food, and wastes



	Lysosome
	*contains digestive enzymes; breaks down big pieces of food and old cell parts in animal cells



	Chloroplast
	*uses energy from the sun to make food for the plant – photosynthesis



	Golgi Body
	*the ‘post office’ of the cell; packages and transports materials
