	Folio (40%)

in support of their one work of art or design. 

· 40 (A3) pages for a 20-credit subject
Students produce one folio that documents their visual learning,
in support of their two works of art or design.
	Practical (30%)


· All practicals are resolved from visual thinking and learning documented in the folio.
· The practical assessment consists of two parts:
•	art or design practical work (x2 for a 20-credit subject).
•	the practitioner’s statement (x2 for a 20-credit subject).
	Visual Study (30%)


· 10 (A3) pages for a 10-credit subject
· Integrated 1000 words for a 10-credit subject or 6 minutes of recorded verbal explanation

· 20 (A3) pages for a 20-credit subject
· Integrated 2000 words for a 10-credit subject or 12 minutes of recorded verbal explanation
