Your task is to rewrite a fairytale in the most formal and sophisticated way you can. It should turn out to be an adult targeted version of the story. You should use:
· Formal Language rules: no colloquialisms, contractions, metaphors, no first/second person or addressing audience (not conversational/spoken style); precise, specific language (not waffling); objective tone (not emotional)
· Nominalisation: long, dense, complex sentences; formalise phrases by eliminating verbs and creating noun phrases; join sentences together
It should be around 500 words and you will have about 2 weeks to do it.

Learning Intentions for Task:




· Practise using formal, sophisticated language, including using nominalisation to create dense, complex sentences
· Building vocabulary – using a thesaurus (this includes understanding which part of speech a word is) to find suitable more formal vocabulary
