Task Description:

Your task is to make a useful and attractive brochure that is able to make people aware of the genetic disorder that you choose to research.  The brochure should be composed with the general public in mind – to educate them on the particular disorder. It should be a brochure that could be made available at a walk-in clinic, a doctor’s office, or a hospital waiting room.  

Size: 
The brochure must be made from an A4 sheet of paper folded into thirds.




Structure: 
The cover section should be the title, and the back section should be used for your bibliography.  Information should be organized in the other sections.

Sources:
You may use a variety of books, magazines, and valid internet sites.  

All sources must be documented and properly recorded in the bibliography. 
Task Assessments:

You will be assessed in the following ways:

1. Your complete brochure.  The criteria and weighting that will be used for this is outlined in the assessment rubric.  Content must include at lest the following:

i. Name(s)

ii. Causes (contributing factors)

iii. Effects (symptoms)

iv. Treatment (etc)

v. Frequency (statistics on how common)

vi. Chromosome map (karyotype or specific chromosome)
2. A ‘My Process Folder’ which contains the following sections:

a. Project Timeline

b. Location and Access records for sources used during research

c. Use of Information

d. Self Evaluation (of process and final product).

Self Evaluation

*Your self evaluation is broken up into these sections.  Each section must be documented and handed up:
a. Your personal use of time and the research process itself

· Why did you choose your disorder?  Was this a good reason? Would you have chosen a different one looking back? Why?

· How did you go about starting and continuing your research?  Would you do it differently next time?

b. Your learning

· What do you feel you gained from completing this task?

· How has it added to your understanding of genetics so far, and how has it related to concepts and knowledge learning in the classroom relating to this unit?

· List several key things you would change if you were to do this project again and why you feel this way?

c. Your brochure
· Are you please with your end product?  Why or why not?
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
